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The eight-year-old U.S. outbreak of West Nile virus shows no signs of abating. 
Last year, there were 4,300 serious cases and almost 200 deaths. And though it 
is still very early in the season, statistics released by the CDC on Tuesday are 
alarming: The insect-borne virus has been found in animal hosts (primarily birds) 
in 39 states, and in humans has caused about 450 serious infections and at least 
15 deaths. The numbers have been increasing exponentially. 

Many of these illnesses and deaths could have been avoided. Thanks to flawed, 
politically correct federal regulatory policy, however, the available tools are ...
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
